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	ARTICLE I: MEMBERSHIP

	SECTION 1. The society shall consist of members involved in medical education.

	Section 2. Active Members 

	A. Membership may be requested by any individual who is involved in the education of any medical professional.  
B. No membership application is necessary.
C. Membership attained by attending meeting or sign up on website
D. Active Members will each have one vote for the yearly elections and other important issues pertaining to the group.



	Section 3. The definition of an Active Member is a member who regularly attends meetings or requests an excused absence when they can not attend.

	ARTICLE II: ELECTIONS AND VACANCIES

	Section 1. Elections. The election of officers shall be by majority of the documented members by proxy or being present at the spring meeting.  Elections will be held in April of each year.  Terms of officers shall be on the academic calendar (i.e. July – June).

	Section 2. Vacancies. In the event of vacancy for any reason in any office or committee appointment, such vacancy shall be filled by presidential appointment upon advice of the Executive Council, except that vacancy in the office of the President shall be fulfilled by succession of the President-Elect, who shall complete the unexpired term as well as the prescribed succeeding term.

	ARTICLE III: OFFICERS

	Section 1. President. The President-Elect of the Society shall become President following one year of service as President-Elect if the President is unable to complete the term of office. The President shall preside at all meetings and the Executive Council, shall make such committee appointments as are prescribed and necessary, and shall be responsible for the general conduct of group’s affairs.

	Section 2. President-Elect. The President-Elect shall be elected annually, and shall succeed to the presidency of the Society in the succeeding year. The President-Elect will preside at the group meetings or the Executive Council in the absence or disability of the President, and shall advise and assist the President as necessary.  Also responsible for the annual elections.

	Section 3. Secretary. The Secretary shall be elected to a two-year term. The Secretary shall be responsible for group meeting minutes.

	Section 4. Board Members. Board members shall be elected as follows:

Starting in 2009, all board members will be elected to a two-year term.  Board members shall advise and assist the President.  Other duties of Board Members will include, but not limited to, maintenance of the website, tracking membership and membership attendance.

	ARTICLE IV: EXECUTIVE COUNCIL

	Section 1. Composition.  The Executive Council shall consist of the President, President-elect, Secretary, four board members, the immediate past-president and any other member the Executive Council and MECAz members agree would be beneficial to the society.

	Section 2. Responsibilities. It shall be the responsibility of the Executive Council to direct the affairs of the Group and to recommend action by the membership.

	Section 3. The Executive Council shall meet at least once quarterly and always in conjunction with the regular meeting of the membership.

	ARTICLE V: MEETINGS

	The membership shall meet at least 2 times yearly.  The place of the meetings is to be determined by Executive Council and announced to all the members.

	ARTICLE VI: DUES 

	Section 1. Dues. No dues are required of the members at this time.

	

	

	ARTICLE VII: AMENDMENTS

	Amendments, deletions, and additions to the Bylaws may be effected by a majority of members present and voting at any regular meeting, provided that written presentation of such proposed amendments, deletions, or additions has been given to the membership at least 90 days in advance of the ballot.

	ARTICLE XII: VOTING

	As mentioned above in membership, each member will have one vote on elections and other important issues pertaining to the group.   Ballots for the election of officers will be distributed 30 days prior to the annual spring meeting.
